*The full statement reads:  "If the structure were reduced in height so as not to exceed 0 feet above ground level (2655 feet above mean sea level), it would not exceed obstruction standards and a favorable determination could subsequently be issued."

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) evaluates tall structures to determine if they cause an obstruction to aviation or radar.  These findings are posted on the FAA website: https://oeaaa.faa.gov/oeaaa/external/portal.jsp
The Obstruction Evaluation Links are listed in the left column:

1.  Click on "View Proposed Cases" to see the most recent listings.  Very little information is given for projects in this category, as the FAA has not released any findings yet.  

Search for "Off Airport Cases" and choose "Pennsylvania" from the dropdown menu.  Then click on "Search".  
The resulting list includes the case number, city, state, lat and long, site elevation, structure height, and total height. The wind projects are easy to spot:  look for series of the same city with structure heights over 380 feet.  Meteorological towers are harder to find, but a quick click on the case number will show more details.

2.  Click on "View Determined Cases" to see projects where the FAA has made a determination.

These cases are still in the planning stages, but the FAA has determined if they are a hazard.

Click on link:  "View Determined Cases"
Search for  "Off Airport Cases" and "Completed in the last 30 days".
Choose "Pennsylvania" in the dropdown menu.  Click "Search"

Current cases that the FAA has ruled on will be listed:  lat and long, plus link to case information.


Look at the height column to determine which ones are wind turbines 400 – 500 feet tall.  


Click on the Case Number to obtain more information and confirmation that it is a wind turbine.


Click on the Determination link to see how FAA ruled on the proposal.
As of 12/22/09, the Shaffer Mountain wind project is listed under "View Determined Cases" and is listed under the city column as "Central City".

3.  If you do not see Central City under Determined Cases, then the information has been moved to the "Search Archives" section.   To see the most recent archives, click on the link along the left side of the page.  Then complete the following:
Search:  "Off Airport Cases"

Year:  2009

FAA Region:  "Wind Turbines East"

Status:  "All"

City:  (you can skip this unless you only want to see "Central City")

State:  Pennsylvania

Hit the Search button

The list that pops up will be all the determined turbines for 2009 that have been archived for PA.

You'll see 2 projects listed as "Central City".  The first one is for Stony Creek Wind Project:  turbines 2009-WTE-3013-OE  to 2009-WTE3047-OE.

The second listing is for Shaffer Mountain:  2009-WTE-4209-OE to 2009-WTE-4238-OE.
